The capital city of Wales has been settled since 6000BCE, when 
the ancient tribe of Britons known as the Silures,  a powerful and warlike tribe occupying 
almost all of what is now south Wales. 
 
Today, Cardiff is the base for the Senedd, most national cultural institutions and Welsh  
media. Cardiff is also known as the City of Arcades, having the biggest concentration of  
Victorian, Edwardian and modern-day indoor shopping arcades in Britain. Cardiff was 
ranked sixth in the world in National Geographic's alternative tourist destinations and 
attracts up to 20 million tourists every year.

No sooner than I’d arrived the other Cardiff had gone, 

smoke in the memory, these but tinned resemblances, 

where the boy I was not and the man I am not 

met, hesitated, left double footsteps, then walked on.
