Black & White Aren’t Colours. A colour is visible light with a specific wavelength.  

Black and white do not have specific wavelengths. Instead, white light contains all  
wavelengths of visible light. Black, on the other hand, is the absence of visible light.  

Dogs Can See Colour! For many years it was believed that dogs 

only saw in black and white, but it turns out they can see colour, just 
not as much as humans. Tests show that dogs see in shades of yellow 
and blue and lack the ability to see the range of colours from green to 
red. In other words, dogs see the colours of the world as basically  
yellow, blue, and grey. So if your dog runs right past the red ball you 
tossed, he may not be stubborn. He's probably just having a hard time 
discriminating it from the green grass of your lawn.
